Entries:  Due no later than Tuesday, April 3 at 5pm. Online Entry Form 

 

Entry Fee: Entry fee is $100.00 per school or $50.00 for one team. If you are bringing fewer than 5 

total athletes, you may enter each athlete at a rate of $10.00. Please make your check 

payable to: MSD BOOSTER CLUB.  Entry fees are due by March 30, 2012. 

 

Entry Limit: Each team is allowed one relay team per relay event and two entries in individual events. 

Please include first and last names of all your competitors. Each athlete is eligible to 

compete in four events. 

   
Scratches/Changes: Coaches can manage their rosters until 9 am on Thursday, April 5

th
.  Only scratches will 

be allowed upon arrival at the meet. Scratches/Changes 

 

Scratch Meeting:  Scratch meeting will be held at 12:15 p.m. at the north end off the track. Shots and 

discuses will be weighed at that time. Illegal implements will be confiscated and held at 

the bullpen until the end of the event for which the implement was to be used.

Track Surface: Our track is an all-weather rubber track.  Runways and high jump apron is made of the 

same material. If spikes are worn, they may be no more than 3/16”. Use of longer spikes 

will result in disqualification. A cement pad is used for the shot put and discus. 

  

Blocks: Starting blocks will be furnished at the start line.  Teams are welcome to use their own 

blocks, however MSD will not be responsible for them. 

 

Heats and Flights:  Will be set up according to the times and distances submitted on your entries. No times 

or distances on the entries will cause the competitor to be placed in the first flight, or 

slower heat. 

 

Coaches:  Each school is asked to provide one person to help judge, time or work a field event. 

Timers and relay judges will be assigned at the scratch meeting. Field workers will be 

contacted. 

 

Scoring: Scoring will be: 10-8-6-4-2-1 for individual and relay events. Medals awarded 1
st
 thru 6

th
 

place in individual events and 1
st
 thru 3

rd
 place for relays. Team trophies will be awarded 

1
st
 thru 3

rd
 place. 

 

Facilities:   No dressing room facilities are available. Restrooms will be available.

Meet scores will 

be available approximately 15 minutes after the last event. Meet results will be emailed to 

each school.
